* The DVD should be no longer than 3 minutes in duration.

* Since this is the only way for the Selection Committee to judge your abilities and
dedication to dance, please be sure that your Audition DVD demonstrates basic skills,
technique and the fullest extent of the Applicant’s skill level in the area of dance they
are most experienced.

Audition DVDs should be accompanied by a photo of the Applicant. If Applicant is a
student of ballet, this photo should be a photo of the Applicant in 1st arabesque position.

Helpful Tips:

* Recruit a friend, fellow dancer, parent, or instructor to film the video
* DVDs do not need to be professionally crafted

* Use a tripod if available

* Adjust the camera at chest level to the dancer or slightly lower

* Make sure the dancers body stays in the frame at all times

* Remove all clutter from the background

* Make sure there is enough light in the location

* Review your DVD audition before mailing it to BYBC

* Label all DVDs with student name, age, and contact information
